The proposal text shall be printed on both sides of a non-glossy white, 8 1/2" x 11" sheet of paper with at least one inch margins on all sides.  The metric standard format most closely approximating the described standard 8 1/2" x 11" size may also be used.  Foldouts count as an equivalent number of 8 1/2" x 11" pages and shall be printed on one side only.  Each side of the sheet, tab, or divider containing proposal material will be counted as a page.  Title pages, tables of contents, acronym listings, page tabs, and section dividers that do not contain information that can be construed as proposal information are excluded from the page counts specified in this provision.  All pages in each volume shall be numbered sequentially with Arabic numerals for contents subject to page limitations or with lower case Roman numerals for contents not subject to page limitations (e.g., title pages, tables of contents, and acronym lists).  The Cost section of your proposal is not page limited; however, this section is to be strictly limited to cost and price information.  Information that can be construed as belonging in one of the other sections of the proposal will be so construed and counted against that section's page limitation. 

Pages submitted in excess of the limitations specified in this provision will not be evaluated by the Government and will be returned to the Offeror.

Except for Volume III Cost/Price Proposal, all volumes shall be prepared and submitted using a non-compressed Arial font with single-spaced no smaller than 10 point text printed on both sides of the sheet.  No smaller than 10 point Arial font may be used for figures and tables.  Data utilizing font smaller than Arial 10 point will not be evaluated.  The “Line Number” feature in Microsoft Word, which automatically counts the lines in a document and displays the appropriate number beside each line of text, should be activated and shown on each printed and electronic page of the proposal.  Numbering will start at “1” for each page.

If final revisions are requested, separate page limitations will be specified in the Government's request for that submission.
 
Volumes shall be separately bound in 3-ring binders that permit the volume to lie flat when open.  Staples shall not be used.  A cover sheet shall be included on each binder, clearly marked with date of offer, volume number, title, copy number, solicitation number and the Offeror’s name.  The same identifying data should be placed on the spine of each binder.  Information should not be incorporated by reference.  A suitable table of contents shall be provided with each volume for ready reference to sections, tables, and figures.  Offerors shall tab each subsection within each volume for ease of reference.  Tabs and dividers are not included in the page count limitations.  All copies of each volume shall contain identical information and formatting.
